¢ One step on scale at weigh-ins

e Mouth guards Mandatory for wrestlers with braces

o Hair caps attached to headgear Mandatory for wrestlers not groomed to HS standards.
(Hair length must be above eyebrow, earlobes, and collar.)

e The Head Pairer has the discretion to combine weight classes.
